Rosie the Riveters are thought of the as the women who worked in airplane, battleship, or
munitions factories during World War 1l. But, within the Rosie community of women
who worked during WWII, they include the babysitters, firewomen, garbage collectors,
etc. who took the place of men, to keep the country functioning. Within lowa, there were
numerous munition factories; one aircraft factory in Des Moines, and all kinds of radio,
clothing, etc. manufactures where lowa women helped win the war. Linda was able to
speak with over 30 women who worked as Rosie's and shares their memories. Funding
for this program provided by the Friends of the Library.
